Binary Colloidal Alloy Test (BCAT) -5 Harvard Phase Separation Sample Operated on ISS:  The second Harvard sample, Phase Separation, was completed on October 11, 2011.  The images are nearly flawless (no shadow, bubbles, or focus imperfections).  The evolution of phase separation is clearly visible without post processing by the science team.  The phase separation specialty of soft condensed matter physics answers commercial questions about what model should be used for the design of and for predicting the shelf life of consumer and medical products.
