Binary Colloidal Alloy Test (BCAT) – 6 Begins Science Operations on ISS:  Astronaut Mike Fossum started science operations of BCAT-6 on October 24, 2011.  BCAT-6 has ten soft condensed matter (colloids) experiments form four research teams.

Samples 1, 2 are from Procter and Gamble to study polydispersity and product aging.  Samples 3, 4 and 5 are from Harvard and study Phase Separation modeling.  Samples 6 and 7 are from New York University that uses seed growth to control crystallization.  Sample 8 is from NYU and will test self-assembly using DNA coated particles as “glue”.  Sample 9 and 10 are from the University of Pennsylvania will study the self –assembly of colloidal disks.
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
